The bands are awarded 1-5 for both higher and foundation tiers. On the plus side, pupils 
can mix and match tiers per assessments, depending on their ability in each skills area.  

 
Below is a table of how Mr Yeoman has given a guidance of how the bands translate into 
grades for reporting purposes:
